Micanopy UMC April 10, 2016 

When the Son of man will come in His glory & sit on His throne-
Matthew 25:31 Day of Reckoning - no one knows time or day... Many 
reckon when it will happen - we need to reckon what we are doing until 
then. Answer is summed up: Show God's kindness to the least of these. 

1. Portrait of Jesus Christ. (Servant) Jesus is the : 
Bread of life - / was hungry and you gave me something to eat_ John 6:35 
The bread of God is he who comes down from heaven and gives life to the world. -
Living water. / was thirsty and you gave me something to drink 
Whoever drinks the water I give will never thirst, indeed the water I give 
him will become a spring of water welling up to eternal life - John 4:14 
Door. / was a stranger and you invited me in 
I am the gate; whoever enters through me will be saved - John 10:9 
One who clothes us... / need clothes and you clothed me. Genesis 3:21 
God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife and clothed them 
Great Physician / was sick, to the lame man lowered thru the roof Jesus 
said - your sins are forgiven - take up you pallet and walk Matthew 2-9 
The One with us in the prisons we find ourselves in 
The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because He has anointed me to preach good 
news to the poor, He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners, and 
recovery of sight for the blind, to release the oppressed and proclaim the 
year of God's favor - Luke 4:18-19 

2. Purpose of the Church (Serve) They devoted themselves to the 
apostles' teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. 
Everyone was filled with awe at the many wonders and signs performed by 
the apostles. All the believers were together and had everything in 
common.

3. Preparing for His coming (Share) We are to share the good news to 
the lost, hurt, broken & bound up? Then the King will say to those on His 
right hand, Come, O blessed of my Father, inherit the Kingdom prepared 
for you from the very foundation of the world, for you did this to the least of 
these, and did this to me. Why share and serve? People need the Lord. 
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
